1. CALL TO ORDER 

· The meeting was called to order by Kirke MacMillan at 7:00pm.

2. PREVIOUS MEETING MINUTES – March 21, 2006

· The previous meeting minutes were amended to correct the meeting location (1641 Acacia)

· Action items from the previous meeting were reviewed (see President’s report)

· The minutes were accepted.

3. PRESIDENT’S REPORT (Kirke MacMillan)

· Annexation by Parksville - This was discussed with Frank van Eynde who commented that it is typically unusual for municipalities to annex adjacent areas.  It is more usual is for an adjacent area to ask to be included into a nearby municipality. F. van Eynde will discuss this with Carol Mason and will report back to Kirke MacMillan.

· Kirke MacMillan and Dave Jamieson approached Fairwinds Golf Club regarding a farewell dinner for those Directors who are leaving.  Earliest available dates are June 9 & 10 with the Friday (June 9) being favoured.

· There was discussion as to the extent that the NNRA would subsidize the meal with the general feeling that those leaving would have their meals paid for and those continuing would pay for their own meals. 

· Mike Gray spoke to Bill Rempel to review the rezoning of Terrien Road and Bay Drive properties.

· Mike Gray and Dave Jamieson prepared a Parks and Rec questionnaire for the April Newsletter.

· One of the people approached to become Directors has agreed to do so.  Otherwise there may not be a full complement of Directors.  

· The April newsletter is at the printers.

4. TREASURER’S REPORT (Frank Herman) 

· Account balance is $1417.32.  There are two invoices for the newsletter to come.

· February and March membership receipts were $1140.00.

· It was noted that newsletter costs amount to over one half of the NNRA expenses.

· Suggestion to put some or all of the newsletter online and announce it on the Notice Boards or send it out electronically.

· Action – Ask Dave Jamieson if a counter can be put on the website to monitor its use and assess if moving the newsletter to the website would be successful.

· An auditor is needed to review the accounts.  This is not a large task.  

· Action – Directors asked to approach anyone they know with suitable experience who might be willing to volunteer to do this.

5. MEMBERSHIP REPORT  

· An updated membership list was forwarded to Kirke MacMillan by Diane Hill.  

· The membership drive is continuing.

· Action – Diane Hill requested to forward the updated membership list electronically to the Directors.

6. WORKING COMMITTEE REPORTS
a. WATER AND WASTE (Mike Rich)

· The AGM Water and Waste report for the AGM has been circulated to committee members and to the RDN who have returned it with their comments.

· Pacific Shores is extending their sewer for their new development.  The new sewer will come within 77 meters of the entrance to Pacific Shores.

· If the sewer could be extended to the entrance it would allow gravity sewers to be installed to serve about 40 properties in the Stroulger basin (part of Northwest Bay Road, south end of Beaver Creek Wharf Road, Sangster Road and Jenkins Crescent).

· How this would be implemented and paid for is not known.

· Action – Kirke MacMillan to review this with Koers.

· Action – Mike Rich to review and discuss this further with the RDN.

· Annual water main flushing is almost complete.

· The unused Ballenas reservoir will be torn down.

· Two water wells in the Red Gap area have been redeveloped using a new technique (nitrogen bursting).  The results are favourable.

b. LEGISLATION (Kirke MacMillan) 

· The OCP (Bylaw 500.324) was passed at the February 28th RDN meeting (moved by Director Holme, seconded by Director Bartrim).  This contradicted the information earlier received by the NNRA which had indicated that the bylaw had not been returned from Victora.
· Action – Kirke MacMillan to contact the other Area E Resident’s Associations to see if they had a similar experience with respect to the information received from the RDN.
· Discussion that the RDN website is not user friendly and people are not able to find the latest information on various issues.

· Action – Kirke MacMillan to review this with Carol Mason
7. AGM AND MINUTES OF APRIL 10, 2006 MEETING
· The AGM voting procedure in the minutes was reviewed and amended by removing the second bulleted item and added the phrase “and Constitution” after the phrase “Society Act.”  The revised section now reads:
· In order to clarify the voting rights at an AGM a definition of an NNRA membership is required.  The following was agreed to:

· Up to two people per residence (one residence per property) are entitled to be members of the NNRA.

· Given the above definition of membership, the AGM voting rights are:

· Every NNRA member in good standing (dues paid up) is entitled to one vote.

· No proxy or absentee votes are allowed (pursuant to the Society Act and the NNRA Constitution).

· After further discussion it was agreed that the voting procedure was pursuant to the Society Act and Constitution and would not have to be ratified by the membership at the AGM.  There should be a notation in the Monthly Meeting minutes to reflect the change from last month’s minutes.

· Carol Mason to be approached as speaker at the AGM.  A suggested list of topics includes:

· Zero-based Budgeting

· Access to information on the RDN Website

· The new developments across Northwest Bay Road

· Parks and Recreation and their future plans.

· (Subsequent to the meeting Carol Mason advised that she would be unable to attend due to a scheduling conflict.)

8. PARKS & RECREATION
· “An average family of two or more individuals in a household had cash income before taxes of $69,701 in 2005. Out of that all levels of government grabbed $34,254 in taxes and fees.” (Quote from Fazil Mihlar Sun Columnist)

· Concern was expressed regarding the following:

· The RDN is looking for new recreation programs to expand its scope and mandate.  These will all end up spending taxpayer’s money.

· Residents are being “bled” with various small charges now being implemented.

· The RDN may not be using the latest demographic information for its studies, which may result in inappropriate programs and planning.

9. ADJOURNMENT 

· The meeting was adjourned at approximately 8:20pm.
